


Did you know that you can choose a 
lower natural gas rate on your utility bill?



In 1985, FERC Order No. 486 began deregulating the market and in 1993, FERC Order No 636 finished deregulation and 

provided consumers with a full choice of third party suppliers for natural gas.  

Events leading up to Deregulation

1970s – Two global oil crises (‘73 & ‘79) caused a worldwide switch 
away from oil to other fuels and caused natural gas prices to increase 
dramatically every year.  103% increase from 1972-80.  

1977 – The natural gas industry was placed under the 
new Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC).
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What exactly are you choosing?

Public utility companies (PUC) distribute gas 
commodities to the public.

They store natural gas, maintain your gas lines 
and transport gas to their customers.  By law, 

they cannot make a profit on natural gas.

You will stay with your existing public utility 
without ANY change in service.  

Natural gas suppliers procure, transport and 
sell natural gas to public utilities.  

Suppliers other than the default PUC supplier 
are called Third Party Suppliers or Third Party 

Transportation.

This is where you have a choice.
You can choose your supplier.
